
ORDINANCE NO. 548 

AN ORDINANCE MODIFYING WILSONVILLE CODE CHAPTER 4, 
PLANNING AND LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE TO CORRECT SCRIVENER'S 
ERRORS TO SECTION 4.155, TABLE 5 PARKING STANDARDS, AND AMENDING 
ORDINANCE NO. 538. 

WHEREAS, the City of Wilsonville is a home rule city formed under the laws of the 

State of Oregon and has a duly acknowledged Comprehensive Plan and implementing 

ordinances; and 

WHEREAS, Chapter 4 of the Wilsonville Code regulates land development and planning 

activities within the City of Wilsonville; which Chapter from time to time requires minor edits; 

WHEREAS, minor edits to Section 4.155, Table 5: Parking Standards, ofWilsonville 

Code Chapter 4 Planning and Land Development, are necessary to conform to Metro rule and 

state law, as set forth in Exhibit A; and 

WHEREAS, a duly noticed public hearing was conducted before the Wilsonville City 

Council on September 16, 2002 and 

NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY OF WILSONVILLE ORDAINS AS FOLLOWS: 

Section I.

B. Ordinance No. 548 amends previously adopted Ordinance No. 538, 

correcting scriveners' errors in Section 4.155, Table 5: Parking Standard, 

of Wilsonville Code Chapter 4, Planning and Land Development, as set 

forth in Exhibit A. 

C. The City Council hereby adopts Ordinance No. 548 and Exhibit A, and 

authorizes and directs the City Recorder to make any conforming changes 

necessary to amend the Wilsonville Code in keeping with the adoption of 

these minor edits. 

Section II. VALIDITY and SEVERABILITY 
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The validity of any section, clause, sentence or provision of this ordinance shall not affect 

the validity of any other provision of this ordinance which can be given effect without reference 

to the invalid parts or parts. 

Section III. EFFECTIVE DATE 

The effective date of this ordinance shall be thirty days from adoption.
