AN ORDINANCE DECLARING THE TNTENTION O THE CITY OF WILSONVILLE
OREGON, TO OPERATE AND MAINTAIN A SFWAGE COLLECTION AND TREATMENT
SYSTEM3 ESTABLISHING AND IMPOSING JUST AND EQUITABLE CHARGES UPON
PREMISES SERVED BY THE SEWERAGE SYSTEM:; PROVIDING FOR THE MANNER
OF PAYMENT, COLLECTION, ENFORCEMENT AND DISBURLEMENT OF SUCH
CHARGES; AND DECLARING AN EMBERGENCY.

THE CITY OF WILSONVILI.E ORDAINS AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1 Authority and Intoent,

A. Pursuant to the statutes of the State of Oregon and the
powers granted in the charter of the City of Wilsonville, the ciity
does herety declare its intention to aguire, own, construct, equip,
operate and maintain sanitary sewers, soewage pump stations, seway:
Treatment plants, and outfall sewers; to swtend and expand the
existing seweirage sysiem of saitd oitys ang to reconstruct such
existing sanitary sewers, sewage pumnp stations. and sewage treat-
ment Dlapts as may be deempd proper by the city cauuncil.,

SECT1Gi 2 Definitionsa

A.  "Sewnsge" shall mean a combination of the water-carried
wastes, from residences, business buildings, institutions and
industrial establishments, tooether with such ground, surface,
and storm waters as way be present.

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B, Permit Fees. Toé cover the cost of prOQﬂlehg the
permit application and performing the inspection of the bulldlng
sewer to the sewer system, the following fees will be charged:

C. Additiopal Inspection Charges. If anyone making a con-
nection anplies for an inspection on a day other than a regular 7
working day for the inspectors, the applicant shall bhe charged
with and pay n additional inspection {rer of ten dollars (310, 00)
for each such inspection. Tf additional insmections are required
due to failure of the building sewer to pass the requirements
for the installation of said sewer, the applicant shall be chaxgerl
with and par an additional inspection fee of five dollars (4$5.00)
for each such inspection. Said additional inspection fee shall
be paid prior to final Aannroval of the connection being inspect-
ed.

SECTION 4 Charges fnr Sewer Service [evied and Imposed.

A. There is hereby levied and imposed upon the owner of
any dwelling used for human occupancy, empl®yment, recreation,
or other purposes, situated on pronerty within the City of
Wilsonville and abutting on any street, allev or right-of-way
in which there is now located or in the future is located a public
sanitary sewer of the «ity, just and ecquitable charnes for sewer
service.

B. Dwellinas that cannot he served hy qgravity flow to the
sanitary sewer shall be subject to the sewer service charges
provided by this ordinance unless lesser charges for such dwell~
ings are enacted by resolution of the City Council.

C. Anyv dwelling that is on property abutting on any street,
allev or right-of-way in which there is located a sanitary
sewer of the City of Wilsonville and that by reason of ordinance,
resolution or motion duly adopted bv the City Council is not
reguired to connect to the seweraqe system shall be subject to
the sewer service charaes provided by this ordinance unless lesser
charges for such dwelling are enacted bv resolution of the City
Council.

D. When sewer service is initially provided to existing dwell-
ings, said sewer service charge shall first be levied for the
month following the first month in which dwellings are permitted
to be connected to the sewer,

[
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E, Wh=en new dwellings are served by the sewerage system,
sald sewer service charge shall first he 1ev1ed fﬁr the month
following the first month in which the dwelling 45 occupied or
utilized by personnel not associated with the construction of
the dwelling.

F. Sewexr service charges are to be levied and imposed based
upon the availability of sewer service and are not dependent upon
the owner's schedule foxr connecting to the sewerarne syvstem after
said system is available.

G. The minimum sewer service charge for an individually
billed sexrvice shall be equal to the charge for a residential
service.

H. Sewer service charges may be billed to an occupant;
however, the property owner shall be ultimately responsible for
all sewer service charges to his propertv.

I, Rates for sewer service. See Table 1 attached hereto
and incorxporated herein.

SECTION 5 Sewer Connection Charges Levied and Imposed.

A, There is hereby levied and imposed upon the owner of
any property connected to the sanitary sewer system of the City
of Wilsonville a connection charge. Said connection charge shall
be a revenue source to the Cityv of Wilsonville and shall not entitle
the propertv owner tn a service connection line between the sanitary
sewer system and the property to be served.

B. The service connection charge is levied upon a property
based upon the existing or intended use of the property at the
time of application for connection. If the property is improved,
expanded, subdivided oxr otherwise modified so as to increase the
connection charge due from that property, a service connection
charge shall be levied for the modified portion of the property
based upon connection charges in effect at the time of the modifi-
cation.

C., Dwellings that cannot be served hv gravity flow to the
sanitaxyy sewer shall be subject to the sewer connection charges
provided by this ordinance unless lesser charges for such dwell-
ings are enacted by resolution of the Citv Council.

D, Any single-family residential dwelling existing and
occupied prior to January 1, 1972, has the option of connecting
or not connecting to an avallable public sewer. Any dwelling
built after Januarv 1, 1972, is required to connect to an avail-
able public sewer and shall be subject to the sewer
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connection charges provided by this ordinance unless lesser

charges for such dwelling are enacted by resolution of the City
Council.

E. Sewer connection charges levied by this ordinance shall
be due prior to connection.

F. Rates for connection charges. See Table 2 attached
hereto and incorporated herein. BAny person applying for a permit
to connect a property directly to a public sewer which was in-
stalled without direct or indirect cost to the owner of the
connecting property, shall pay a connection surcharge of seven
hundred f£ifty dollars ($750.00) or two thousand dollars ($2,000)
per acre of developed area within 150 feet of the public sewer,
whichever is greater to 30 June 1972 and then increasing $75.00
and $200 respectively at the start of each fiscal year thereafter
to a maximum of $1800 and $4800 respectively.

G. Property owners may make application for and agree to
pay the connection surcharge in twenty (20) semi-~annual install-
ments with interest thereon at the rate of seven percent (7%)
per annum on unpaid portion of the connection surcharge.

Financing of application will be through the sewer fund as
hereafter specified. The acceptance and processing of the appli-
cation will depend upon the availability of surplus funds in the
sewer fund account. The surplus funds will be distributed to
applicants on a first-come basis.

SECTION 6 Appeals Procedure.

A. Any person aggrieved by a ruling under or interpretation
of the provisions of this ordinance may submit a written appeal
to the City Council of the City of Wilsonville. The appeal shall
set forth the events and circumstances leading to the appeal, the
nature of the ruling or interpretation from which relief is
sought, the nature of the impact of the ruling on appellant's
property or business together with any other reasons for the
appeal.

B. The City Council will consider the appeal at the next
regular council meeting or within thirty (30) days of receipt of
the appeal, and hear testimony if deemed necessary. The decision
of the council will be final.

SECTION 7 Payment.

A. Every person subject to a charge hereunder shall pay the
same when due to the Recorxdexr of the City of Wilsonville.
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SECTION 8 Collection.

A. The Recorder of the City of Wilsonville is hereby directed
to collect the sewer service charges and connection charges as
provided for herein.

B. Sewer service and connection charges as and when collect-
ed shall be paid into a fund designated as the "Sewer Fund."

C. Sewer service charges as hereinbefore provided shall be
collected monthly and if not paid on or before fifteen (15) days
after the date of billing, said charges shall be deemed to be
delinquent.

Dn Delinquent sewer service and service connection ac-
counEé shall bear interest from the day of delinquency at a
rate of 8 percent per annum. The recorder may excuse interest
payments on accounts delinguent for 30 days or less.

SECTION 9 Enforcement.

A} The Recorder of the City of Wilsonville may use such
means 6f collection as may be provided by the laws of the State
of Oregon or permitted by the Charter and Ordinances of the City
of Wilsonville.

B. Any delinguencies may be certified to the tax assessor
of Washington and Clackamas counties and be by him assessed
against the premises serviced and shall thereupon be collected
and paid over in the same manner as other taxes are certified,
collected, and paid over.

C. In the event it becomes necessary to certify the service
charges, connection charges and interest charges established
because of the non—payment thereof, there shall be added to such
charges a penalty in the amount of 10 percent thereof.

SECTION 10 Disbursement.

A. The City Council, by resolution or motion duly adopted,
shall from time to time and not less than once each fiscal year,
direct the transfer of funds from the sewer fund to all or any
of the following:

1. The account or accounts for the construction,
operation, or maintenance of the sewerage system.

2. The account or accounts for the payment of
principal and interest on maturing sewer bonds.
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3. The account or accounts established for a sewerage
system sinking fund.

SECTION 11 Powers and Authority of Inspectors,

A. The Director of Public Works and other duly authorized
employees and representatives of the City of Wilsonville bearing
proper credentials and identification shall be permitted to enter
upon all properties for the purpose of inspection in accordance
with this ordinance at such times and during such hours that the
City Council shall approve.

SECTION 12 Validity.

A, The invalidity of any section, clause, sentence or
provision of this oxdinance shall not affect the validity of
any othexr part of this ordinance which can be given effect with-
out such invalid part or parts.

SECTION 13 Emergency Clause.

A. Whereas an emergency exists and it is deemed necessary
by the City Council of the City of Wilsonville for the preserva-
tion of the peace, health and safety and general welfare of the
citizens of said city that this ordinance take effect immediately,
it shall take effect immediately upon its final passage by the
council and approval by the Mayor.

Passed on first reading at a recessed regular meeting of
the Wilsonville City Council held on Tuesday, the lst day of June,
19713 ordered posted in three (3) public and conspicuous places
in the City of Wilsonville for a period of five (5) consecutive
days as required by the Wilsonville City Charter, and to come up
