Section 2: NEW SEWER CONNECTION CHARGES. Sewer connection

charges as established by Ordinance No. 36 enacted May 14, 1973, and

Section 3: EMERGENCY DECLARED. Inasmuch as an increase in

sewer service rates and connection charges are requi~ed immediately

in order to cover operational costs, provide funds for planned and

required expansions of the City's sewer service system and maintain

an adequate reserve for contingencies, an emergency is hereby declared

to exist, and this Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon its

final passage by the Council; and the new rate charges shall apply

to the first monthly billings following the enactment of this Ordinance.
