ORDINANCE NO. 327

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 318 AND
ADOPTING A MODIFIED APPENDIX I (POTENTIAL SITES FOR
HISTORIC DESIGNATION) AND REVISING COMPREHENSIVE PLAN
POLICY 4.5.10

WHEREAS, the Wilsonville City Council adopted Ordinance No. 318 on
November 2, 1987, in an earnest and determined attempt to complete Periodic Review; and

WHEREAS, the State Historic Preservation Office (SHPO) filed a formal objection
to the City's Final Order with the Department of Land Conservation and Development
because the Methodist Church was excluded from the potential historic site inventory; and

WHEREAS, amendment of Policy 4.5.10 will allow the City ample time to apply
for a grant to complete the evaluation of the identified potential historic sites; and

WHEREAS, the City finds that it is necessary to amend Ordinance No. 318 in
order to comply with statewide planning goals, state law and Oregon Administrative Rules
and to continue towards completion of Periodic Review.

NOW, THEREFORE, the City Council of the City of Wilsonville ordains as
follows:

Section 1
Policy 4.5.10 shall be amended to read as follows:

Policy 4.5.10 The City recognizes that historic features form a
desirable link with the past and that they form a vital
part of and contribute to the overall character of
Wilsonville. The City, therefore, will cooperate with
the Wilsonville Historical Society, the State Historic
Preservation Office, Clackamas County, and other
interested parties to evaluate the identified potential
historic sites and structures and proceed with the
Goal 5 process. The City shall determine which sites
and structures, if any, are suitable for inclusion on
the I(’)lan Inventory no later than January, (1989)
1990.
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Section 2

The "Historical Survey Results" and map which were adopted as Appendix I to the
Comprehensive Plan shall be amended to include the Methodist Church which is located at
30310 S. W. Boones Ferry Road. The inventory shall now read:

RE: Periodic Review - Response to the State Historic

Preservation Office (SHPO) Objection.

The State Historic Preservation Office filed an objection to the City's Final Order
based on the exclusion of the Methodist Church from the potential historic site inventory.
Since the filing of the objection, I have spoke with Lynn Vann (representing the Church
and who previously appeared before Council on this matter) and he has agreed to include
the Methodist Church on the inventory. This means that the Methodist Church will be
evaluated, along with the other historic sites, for its potential as an historic site.

I have also asked to delay the evaluation of the sites for one (1) year to enable the
City to apply for a grant and to determine the actual costs of the evaluation. The City
would need to apply for the grant monies in the fall of 1988, and would do the evaluations
in the late spring or early summer, 1989. In this regard, I have spoken with Clackamas
County and a private consultant. Ihave not yet received their replies.
