NOW, THEREFORE IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED by the City of Wilsonville that:

Resolution 204 shall be amended as follows:

Article III Section 5 pg. 5 and 6 shall read:

3. S.S. of more than 750
pounds/month

Section 3, The sewer connection fee is based upon existing or intended use

of the property at the time of application for connection. If the property is

improved, expanded, subdivided or otherwise modified so as to increase the sewer

connection fee due for that property or structure, a sewer connection fee shall

be charged for the modified portion of the property or structure based on the

sewer connection fee in effect at the time of the modifications. The seuwer
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cohnectionffee baid for‘a specitic sewer service for a residential, commercial
or industria1 unit shall be valid for a 1 year period from date of issuancé
vof the sewer connection permit. After the ]'year period the sewer connection
will have expired. The Building 0fficial will then in writing notifyvﬁhe
permitee that the permit has expired. The written notification of sewer
conhection permit expiration shall state the permitee has (10) ten days from
the receipt of the expiration notice to request an extension timerof the
sewer connection permit. If there has been no response within 10 days the
connection fee shall be considered forfeited. The permitee shall then be
required to reapply for a sewer connection permit and pay the sewer connection
fee in effect at the time of reapplication.
